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The following are typed notes of interview:
1. What is your opinion on Weapons of Mass Destruction?

- “I understand the use of them as deterrents but from an environmentalist’s point of view I’d say ‘Why do we need them?’”

- “They ‘scare the heck out of me,’ but from looking at how they are used in today’s world (as deterrents), I do see them necessary as deterrents.”

2. What is your stance on Weapons of Mass Destruction and the research put into it?
- “I believe in favor of research and I hope they [scientists] can get the best out of it.”
- “… it would not be fair to allow only the United States to have it and not allow others to own any.”
3. Do you think there will be a time when we will have to use Weapons of Mass Destruction?
- “I hope it’s only used as deterrents and nothing more. If it is ever used, then hopefully it’s only for the sake of having this ‘bluff game’. But then again, there is always a possibility for it to be used for other purposes, like destruction.” 
4. What would you estimate the amount of Weapons of Mass Destruction exist in this world?
- “Probably way more than we, as in the world, know. Probably the biggest one out there would be germ warfare. Terrorists could secretively drop vials of viruses and it could spread to the entire city and cause massive damage to the communities…”
5. Do you believe any country is ready for biological warfare as of now??
- “No, not even the United States is quite ready to handle biological warfare. People prioritize in simply creating the weapon, but not so much in figuring out a wise way to use it…”
6. Do you believe we are on the verge of seeing any possible Weapons of Mass Destruction being used?
- ”Well, renegade groups, defiantly not the government, could use them at any time. But I don’t feel we are so close to any such event, but who knows?”
7. Fear plays a large role in terrorism; do you think terrorists will ever use such weapons?
- “I’ll use this analogy: ‘If you were going to cheat in school, it’d just happen sooner or later.’ Kind of like terrorism, it exists, it will happen and they will use whatever means necessary to get their points across.”
8. Weapons of Mass Destruction pose a large threat to the world, but what do you think might be the next “Weapon of Mass Destruction”?
- “Well, possibly some type of chemical (exothermic) substance will be invented. This is from a more conservative side.”
- “But also Electromagnetic rays could be generated at just the right wavelength and with just the right energy; it might cause cancer no matter what. Some ‘Zap Gun’ that could pulverize anything it touches. Something invisible will probably be the next potential threat.”
- “Also, the water supply could be used because it is needed by all and is running short. Like the saying ‘Where there is smoke there might be fire.’ There could be a possibility of using the water supply as a source to target millions of people. You know, drop something into the water supply and let it flow everywhere throughout the whole city”
9. Which do you think will be the most researched Weapon of Mass Destruction in the future?
- “Probably biological. There can be a possibility of using DNA and genetically engineer bacteria that perform certain things like eating flesh of humans… basically create an army of bacteria that would only do the things we program it to do…”
10. Do you believe the steps taken to produce WMDs were egregious mistakes? Do you think this kind of ‘prohibited progress’ will continue?
- “No, I don’t think those steps were mistakes at all. In fact, science cannot be stopped no matter what. I mean just starting with the atomic bomb. Scientists created it thinking that it was a good thing, but it turned out to be a bad thing. Even then, the scientific development of weapons and other dangerous equipments do not stop. Nonetheless, we do need to prioritize the legislation in order to watch out for such advancements and to keep an eye out for it...”
- “… Kind of like cloning. You can’t hide from progress. The ability to cloning organisms is becoming more and more sophisticated. But it is our job to keep an eye out on it.”
11. Do you believe Weapons of Mass Destruction have a negative or positive effect on society? 
- “The only good thing that could come from having weapons of mass destruction is that they could work as deterrents. A negative side to it would be that they could easily fall into the wrong hands or be used in an improper way.
- “There are many negatives effects that come from having weapons of mass destruction and only some positive effects. But, the benefits we’ve gained are definitely needed and are worth taking a risk in having such weapons.”
